Meeting ran 3.5 hours
Staff Progress Report:

Terry was in the field with AES, which was helpful to have an extra body doing work, as well as to show them areas, and see what they are up to.  He may need to go back into the field to do more cross-sections.


The dye trace final report is started, and it is quite interesting doing the literature review for it. Already in the early 1970s people were very concerned how development was affecting water quality of DI.  The Bonne Femme Creek trace will be submitted to the State Dye Tracing Committee, which will review it; once they’ve seen the results and ok’d it, the trace has some official backing by a state agency (MDNR) giving it greater validity.

There are some upcoming events of note: a rain garden workshop @ Rock Bridge Elementary on April 9th; April 16th Spring tour in RB; April 24th Earth Day; June 22nd Low Impact Development seminar; and June 30th Watershed Festival. The BFWP will have displays at Earth Day and the Watershed Festival. 

Water Quality:

Bob is analyzing the data, and will do a short presentation on it at the next Stakeholder Committee.  Terry will add a water quality analysis summary to the webpage at a later date.
Stakeholder Committee:


We decided on the agenda for the next Stakeholder Committee meeting; it’ll mostly cover the water quality data, and an introduction to tools available for watershed planning, with a case study of Lenexa, KS and possibly Austin, TX.  We also set a general outline for the next few meetings: May will cover chapters 1, 2, and Appendix A, and there will be more on tools available for watershed planning; in June, we’ll cover the results of the SWSA, revisions to chapters 1, 2, and Appendix A, and more tools for watershed planning (i.e. LID). 

Chapter 1 of the plan will have another editing and steering committee work session before going to the Stakeholders in May, with chapter 2 and Appendix A to be discussed at our next Steering Committee.


We also discussed the non-participation of Stakeholder members, saying that it wasn’t fair to the Stakeholders who attend regularly that someone who does not is allowed to remain on the committee. We decided to recommend removal of non-participating members.

Policy Committee:

We agreed on an agenda for the Policy Committee: watershed plan outline, update of scientific work, Stakeholder Committee update, and their discussing each one’s relevant plans in the Watershed. 
Stream Stewardship Trust Fund:

Scott Voney mentioned the possibility of some stream stewardship trust fund money being available.  It would probably be similar to cost-share for landowners.  He will email an electronic copy of one recipients successful application for these funds, and the guidelines for them.
