Miscellaneous:


We discussed the possibility of someone (possibly Bill Elliott) identifying to species level the amphipods found in Rock Bridge Creek. Terry will check with Kathy Doisy about whether or not she has specimens remaining available for analysis.
Recap of recent events:


There was good media pre-event coverage of the two onsite workshops, although none afterwards. The April 22nd workshop had 12 people show up, and they were all very interested and engaged. Randy Miles did an excellent job, and Kyle Shern also pitched in from an installer’s perspective. Earthday was busy (and long), and there were several new people who signed up for mailings and expressed interest in the cost-share program.  The April 24th workshop had 20 attendees with good participation. The participants seemed to really like the class and get a lot out of it.
Cost-Share:


We discussed briefly the development on Rt. K with which we might partner. They will try to limit impervious cover and have portions curbless, but it can be difficult since they have to meet the standards of two local governments. Hopefully with our support, they would have a better chance of getting necessary variances and approvals. 


The group agreed it would be good to have in writing from Georganne what the general allocation is for the cost-share funds. 


Concerning the Roberson property, the committee agreed we needed cost-estimates to better evaluate the cost-benefit balance.  In light of this, we decided it would be good to have on the application asking for estimates and how much the applicant is willing to spend. 
Stakeholder Committee:

The initial, coarse housing projections for the watershed are completed using the raw spatial ratio (watershed:county) and the corrected ratio for public property (they turn out to be very close). 

The agenda was set for their next meeting.  Green Belt Coalition Land Trust will do a very short presentation.  The wording of the achievable goals will be agreed on, with their priorities discussed and determined.  Then, the obstacles will be brainstormed, and finally the achievable goals/obstacles matrix will be worked on.  Scott Schulte will be able to print out the achievable goals wording that is agreed to in order to help with their discussion of priorities.
