BF Steering Committee Minutes 27 June, 2007 
Those Present: Terry Frueh, Bill Florea, Roxie Campbell, Scott Schulte, Bob Lerch, Georganne Bowman. 
Meeting ran 2 hours

Grant Extension& budget:


Georganne mentioned that the request for extension and budget were in the process of getting approved by MDNR. She said the grant should be extended through Dec. 2008, and the budget will be cut somewhat, while still leaving most of the cost-share funding in tact. 
Plan:

Terry and Bill will have an informational meeting with the Columbia City Council covering the BFW Plan.


Boone County P&Z held a public hearing on the plan, with 3 people commenting on it (2 of which were Stakeholders). P&Z will discuss it further in July, possibly holding another two hearings.


Terry mentioned that there’s a meeting organized to discuss the plan with UMC mid-level managers (e.g. director of facilities maintenance). The idea is to work at that level first to get their input and buy-in. We will also pursue getting the plan officially adopted from UMC’s Chancellor.


The Policy Committee recommended having a joint resolution from all 3 governments initiating an implementation committee (mostly of their respective P&Z members, maybe someone from the Energy & Environment Commission, and UMC). They would meet on a quarterly basis to coordinate their plan implemention, and provide the annual report the Stakeholders have requested requesting.  In addition, the formalization via a resolution makes it a formal committee that would require official political effort to undo.  
Cost Share:


The committee approved cost-share requests from Johnson, Blakemore, Stephenson, Gunn, and RBMSP. They also discussed Columbia’s proposed Stream geomorphic assessments, and decided to approve them along with recommending that biological assessments would be good to do as well. 

The committee discussed Discovery Ridge’s re-submittal. In order for DR to receive BFWP cost-share funds, the committee concurred that DR must document how they exceed Columbia’s Level of Service method, as we have requested of other developers interested in our cost-share funds. They also agreed it’s important to clarify that although an MOU was drafted by us, it was neither responded to nor signed by us. 
Sewer BMP tour: 

Terry has organized a sewer BMP tour that will be at 8 am on July 17th. It will be 1 hour long, offering 1 PDH for engineers.
